Since our inception in 1997, PAN Missions has grown incredibly.  I often 
look back and stand in awe at what God has done using our humble group 
of believers.

A couple of years ago, PAN bought a piece of property, roughly about 2 ½ 
acres, just on the outskirts of Managua.  The first thing we had to do was to 
secure the property with a high wall topped by barbed wire.  This is a sad 
but necessary reality in Nicaragua!  Even in the process of building the wall, 
we lost some steel and blocks to thieves.  After the property was secure, 
Kurt Christie (from Guelph) and a small crew built us a dome-shaped

we were ready for our first big building---a much needed warehouse (our

in Guelph----my home church.  What a huge blessing that has turned out to 
be.  Now when we send containers loaded with items sorely needed in 
Nicaragua, we have a place to store and organize the donations for distri-
bution. 

The next major building was a very nice 3 bedroom home that we erected 
for Alfredo and Iris Sandoval and their family.  Alfredo is our official PAN 
Representative in Nicaragua and Iris runs our office.   Now that we have 
them living on site, we are ready for the next phase.  God is gifting us with 
a small bodega (a large storage shed) to keep our construction equipment 
and lawnmower, garden tools, etc. through the hands of Kurt and Gary 
Christie and helpers.  Then in February of 2012, a team from Listowel, On-
tario will build us the first 4 rooms of our Mission House.  If you check out 
our plan, you will see that we intend to build 2 blocks of 8 rooms each with 
a laundry room at each end.  Another building with 2 large dorms will com-
plete the sleeping facilities.  In between we will have a dining shelter and 
an outdoor Lounge.  The Lounge is actually being built as I write this.  We 
wanted to have a comfortable place for our teams when we take them out 
for an afternoon to visit our land.  We will have a team barbecue and ex-
plain our vision.  The team can also relax on our many hammocks, sling 
chairs, bamboo furniture and rocking chairs and/or play soccer, volleyball, 
ping pong, foosball and other games. 

At some point we plan on putting in a swimming pool!  Some of our teams

try.  Our idea is to have a program every Saturday morning where we invite 
a poor church to bring out up to 100 children for games, swimming, and 
ministry.  We would like to offer this program as well to APEN Bible Clubs.

Other construction will include the PAN office with attached internet café, 
a small chapel and a cancha which is a covered pavilion where we can play 
basketball and other sports.  The cancha will be multi-purpose serving as a
